Traditional GC also becomes a problem when Python is embedded into other applications. While in a
standalone Python it’s fine to replace the standard malloc() and free() with versions provided by the GC

Lists and tuples, while similar in many respects, are generally used in fundamentally different ways. Tuples
can be thought of as being similar to Pascal records or C structs; they’re small collections of related data
which may be of different types which are operated on as a group. For example, a Cartesian coordinate is

appropriately represented as a tuple of two or three numbers.

Lists, on the other hand, are more like arrays in other languages. They tend to hold a varying number of
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objects all of which have the same type and which are operated on one-by-one. For example, os.listdir("'.

Assuming
that you're storing keys that all have different hash values, this means that dictionaries take constant time

In the 1970s people realized that unrestricted goto could lead to messy "spaghetti” code that was hard to
understand and revise. In a high-level language, it is also unneeded as long as there are ways to branch
(in Python, with if statements and or, and, and if-else expressions) and loop (with while and for

statements, possibly containing continue and break).

One can also use exceptions to provide a "structured goto” that works even across function calls. Many feel
that exceptions can conveniently emulate all reasonable uses of the "go” or ”goto” constructs of C, Fortran,

and other languages. For example:
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class label(Exception): pass # declare a label
try:
if condition: raise label() # goto label

except label: # where to goto

pass

This doesn’t allow you to jump into the middle of a loop, but that’s usually considered an abuse of goto

anyway.

Back in the days of Python 1.5, Greg Stein actually implemented a comprehensive patch set (the free
threading” patches) that removed the GIL and replaced it with fine-grained locking. Adam Olsen recently
did a similar experiment in his python-safethread project. Unfortunately, both experiments exhibited a sharp
drop in single-thread performance (at least 30% slower), due to the amount of fine-grained locking necessary

to compensate for the removal of the GIL.

This doesn’t mean that you can’t make good use of Python on multi-CPU machines! You just have
to be creative with dividing the work up between multiple processes rather than multiple threads. The
ProcessPoolExecutor class in the new concurrent.futures module provides an easy way of doing so; the

multiprocessing module provides a lower-level API in case you want more control over dispatching of tasks.

It has been suggested that the GIL should be a per-interpreter-state lock rather than truly global; interpreters
then wouldn’t be able to share objects. Unfortunately, this isn’t likely to happen either. It would be a
tremendous amount of work, because many object implementations currently have global state. For example,
small integers and short strings are cached; these caches would have to be moved to the interpreter state.
Other object types have their own free list; these free lists would have to be moved to the interpreter state.

And so on.

And I doubt that it can even be done in finite time, because the same problem exists for 3rd party extensions.
It is likely that 3rd party extensions are being written at a faster rate than you can convert them to store

all their global state in the interpreter state.

And finally, once you have multiple interpreters not sharing any state, what have you gained over running

strong reference In
Python’s C API, a strong reference is a reference to an object which is owned by the code holding the
reference. The strong reference is taken by calling Py_INCREF() when the reference is created and

released with Py_DECREF () when the reference is deleted.

The Py_NewRef () function can be used to create a strong reference to an object. Usually, the
Py_DECREF() function must be called on the strong reference before exiting the scope of the strong

reference, to avoid leaking one reference.
See also borrowed reference.

text encoding
A string in Python is a sequence of Unicode code points (in range U+0000--U+10FFFF). To store or

transfer a string, it needs to be serialized as a sequence of bytes.

Serializing a string into a sequence of bytes is known as ”encoding”, and recreating the string from

the sequence of bytes is known as “decoding”.

There are a variety of different text serialization codecs, which are collectively referred to as "text

encodings”.
