With the approval of PEP 703 work is now underway to remove the GIL from the CPython implementation
of Python. Initially it will be implemented as an optional compiler flag when building the interpreter, and
so separate builds will be available with and without the GIL. Long-term, the hope is to settle on a single
build, once the performance implications of removing the GIL are fully understood. Python 3.13 is likely to

be the first release containing this work, although it may not be completely functional in this release.

The current work to remove the GIL is based on a fork of Python 3.9 with the GIL removed by Sam Gross.
Prior to that, in the days of Python 1.5, Greg Stein actually implemented a comprehensive patch set (the
"free threading” patches) that removed the GIL and replaced it with fine-grained locking. Adam Olsen
did a similar experiment in his python-safethread project. Unfortunately, both of these earlier experiments
exhibited a sharp drop in single-thread performance (at least 30% slower), due to the amount of fine-grained
locking necessary to compensate for the removal of the GIL. The Python 3.9 fork is the first attempt at

removing the GIL with an acceptable performance impact.

The presence of the GIL in current Python releases doesn’t mean that you can’t make good use of Python
on multi-CPU machines! You just have to be creative with dividing the work up between multiple processes
rather than multiple threads. The ProcessPoolExecutor class in the new concurrent.futures module
provides an easy way of doing so; the multiprocessing module provides a lower-level APT in case you want

more control over dispatching of tasks.

An alternative approach to reducing the impact of the GIL is to make the GIL a per-interpreter-state lock
rather than truly global. This was first implemented in Python 3.12 and is available in the C API. A Python
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interface to it is expected in Python 3.13. The main limitation to it at the moment is likely to be 3rd party
extension modules, since these must be written with multiple interpreters in mind in order to be usable, so

many older extension modules will not be usable.

Python’s C API, a borrowed reference is a reference to an object, where the code using the object
does not own the reference. It becomes a dangling pointer if the object is destroyed. For example, a

garbage collection can remove the last strong reference to the object and so destroy it.

Calling Py_INCREF() on the borrowed reference is recommended to convert it to a strong reference
in-place, except when the object cannot be destroyed before the last usage of the borrowed reference.

The Py_NewRef () function can be used to create a new strong reference.

strong reference In

Python’s C API, a strong reference is a reference to an object which is owned by the code holding the
reference. The strong reference is taken by calling Py_INCREF() when the reference is created and

released with Py_DECREF () when the reference is deleted.

The Py_NewRef () function can be used to create a strong reference to an object. Usually, the
Py_DECREF() function must be called on the strong reference before exiting the scope of the strong

reference, to avoid leaking one reference.

text encoding

text file

A string in Python is a sequence of Unicode code points (in range U+0000--U+10FFFF). To store or

transfer a string, it needs to be serialized as a sequence of bytes.

Serializing a string into a sequence of bytes is known as ”encoding”, and recreating the string from

the sequence of bytes is known as ”decoding”.

There are a variety of different text serialization codecs, which are collectively referred to as “text

encodings”.
